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Badminton Wycombe Policy on Players Overstaying Court Bookings
After players have had their allotted time, if no further payment has been made or the Centre has reached finishing time, the staff member may go down onto court and ask the players to vacate the court immediately. 
If play continues after this request the staff member may turn out all the lights in the hall, leaving the one set illuminated on court one, so players can see their way to the exit.
If players continue to ignore the staff when asked to leave, the Centre will charge the person who booked the courts for any extra sessions used.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If individuals continue to play-on after they have been asked to vacate the courts, they may have their membership suspended or revoked by the Committee. 
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
